Purchasing and Changing to Winter Uniform

1. Changing to Winter Uniform

Time: 9:30 am to 1:00 pm
(2) Date: 5 November (Friday) (Teachers Development Day)
Time: 9:30 am to 12:00 pm and 1:30 pm to 4:30 pm
* Information about the style of the uniform and the fees are attached below.

Remarks:

1. Please pay by cheque (Payable to St Matthias’ Church Chiu Chun Kindergarten Limited Co.).

2. Since the weather in autumn and winter is unstable, if students feel unwell, they can choose
to wear, for boys, shorts or trousers and, for girls, trousers or skirt (with grey legging).

3. If the temperature is below 12°C, students can wear dark down jackets to school.

4. Students should wear the whole set of summer uniform or winter uniform. Do not wear
summer shirt with winter trousers and vice versa.

5. For the style of the uniform, parents can refer to the ‘Health Record Communication
Booklet’ or ‘Students Handbook'.
